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Again, you have heard that it was said to the people long ago, 'Do not break your oath, but keep the oaths you have made to 
the Lord;’ But I tell you, ‘Do not swear at all: either by heaven, for it is God's throne; or by the earth, for it is his footstool; or 
by Jerusalem, for it is the city of the Great King.  And do not swear by your head, for you cannot make even one hair white or 
black.  Simply let your Yes be Yes and your No, No; anything beyond this comes from the evil one.’ 
            Matthew 5:33-37 (NIV) 
 
 Several years ago, our family was driving home from Ohio after attending the wedding of a dear friend.  
Somewhere in the middle of Missouri along Interstate 70, we saw a car moving along the highway, about five or ten 
miles per hour below the speed limit.  There was nothing particularly remarkable about the man driving the car, although 
I do recall that he had a rather stern look on his face.  However, neither the man nor his car was what caught my 
attention.  Instead, it was the man’s license plate that I found unusual.  Emblazoned upon the tag was one simple, or 
perhaps not so simple word:  ETHICAL. 
 Okay, you might think I am a bit strange, but I desperately wanted to honk the horn, flash the lights, wave my 
arms, and somehow persuade the man in the car labeled ETHICAL to pull over so I could shower him with a barrage of 
questions.  “What is ethics?” would have been first.  “Who decides what is ethical?” might have been second.  Off hand, 
I could think of a few more questions:  “Is ethical behavior the same for everybody, or does it depend on the culture they 
live in?”  “Can something be ethical today and unethical tomorrow?”  “If I say something is ethical, and you say it is 
unethical, how do we decide who is right?” 
 Amid the multitude of questions that confront each of us daily, most folks probably don’t concern themselves 
much with the “deeper” questions of ethics.  It is my observation that most people, believers and unbelievers alike, go 
about their days thinking they have settled most questions of what is morally right and wrong.  Whoa, wait a minute… 
How did morality sneak into a discussion of ethics?  Well, the fact is that above all, ethics is about morality.  ‘Ethics’ is 
really nothing more than our beliefs about right and wrong applied to our daily lives.   
 Where on earth am I going with this?  I’m glad you asked.  Suffice it to say that I did not wave my arms, flash 
the lights, or honk the horn at ETHICAL-MAN.  If I had, though, it would not have been because I don’t have answers 
to the questions I wanted to ask him.  What I wanted to know is, how does he answer those questions. 
 The world bombards us daily with matters of ethics.  Is it right (ethical) to drive a big car or a small one?  Is it 
wrong (unethical) to buy products made in places where workers or the environment are not respected?  Is it morally 
acceptable (ethical) to turn food crops into fuel for automobiles?  Is it immoral (unethical) to take the life of an unborn 
human being? 
 In this fallen world some questions of ethics are easier to answer than others.  However, the teaching of Jesus 
Christ on matters of ethics is clear-cut.  Don’t complicate the matter.  Don’t presume to understand questions of right 
and wrong better than God.  Don’t speak words of foolishness when you have the wisdom of God right before you.  
Examine your motives, your speech, and your actions carefully and obey the teaching of God’s word.  By doing so, your 
“yes” will be yes, your “no,” no, and you will fulfill the object of Christ’s command.

Church Family

 I was born on a cold, snowy day in December, 1979, and grew up in Paxton, Illinois, a small, rural town of 
about four thousand people.  I attended kindergarten through eighth grade at the Christian School sponsored by our 
church, Westminster Presbyterian Church.  My parents, David and Kathy Erickson, were very involved in the 
church.  My dad served as a Deacon, my mom as church secretary and Sunday School teacher.  I have one sister, 
Lora Bryant. 
 In high school, I was a long-distance runner on the cross country team and track team, earning a letter my 
freshman year.  I also was on the basketball team.   I graduated from Paxton-Buckley-Loda High School in 1998.  I 
attended Parkland Junior College in Champaign, Illlinois 
 In 2003, I moved to Colorado Springs.  Since I moved here, I have been attending the University of 
Colorado at Colorado Springs, majoring in history.  I will graduate in December.  I am uncertain of what the next 
step will be, but am hoping to continue my education.  Some of my favorite activities include rock climbing, hiking, 
fly fishing, and hunting 
 I transferred my membership to CMPCA in 2008.  My attendance is somewhat sporadic due to my 
employment schedule, but I come whenever I am able to do so.  I have enjoyed meeting with the men on 
Wednesday evenings and getting to know all of them better. 
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Of Note 
 Hymn writers in the 1700’s often used poetic words to describe their experience of salvation. Words like 
“mystery,” “strange design,” “amazing love,” “living head,” and quick’ning ray,” all reflect wonder at the drama of 
man’s redemption. These words were used by one such writer, Charles Wesley (1707-1788), in his hymn And Can 
it be. Singing this Wesley hymn numerous times in our worship reflects the commitment of our congregation to the 
telling of the gospel story.  
 And Can it Be was written shortly after Wesley’s conversion in 1738 as he looked at his sinful past and was 
overwhelmed by the fact that Christ’s death 1700 years prior could have meaning and efficacy for him personally. 
The hymn begins with several questions that reflect his amazement at the gospel story: “Can it be that I should gain 
an interest in the Saviour’s blood?” “How can it be that Thou, my God, shouldst die for me?” “Who caused His 
pain?” “Who can explore His strange design?” They are answered by the powerful declaration that the mystery 
begins with Christ’s incarnation, then His death for Adam’s helpless race, and finally reveals we are clothed in 
righteousness Divine. 
 Wesley was raised in a strict Christian home, educated at Oxford, and served as a missionary in the colony 
of Georgia. Upon returning to London, he became a rector in the Church of England. After attending a meeting with 
a group of Moravians in the Aldersgate Hall, he experienced an awakening by which he understood that salvation is 
by faith alone. His heart was “strangely warmed.” He immediately began to express joyfully his new-found faith in 
hymns  as he and his brother John traveled about England conducting outdoor services.  He used these hymns to 
teach the people God’s truth.
